Problems Logging In  

 

If a new member cannot sign on using 

what appears to be a valid LogIn Name 

and password. They get an error message 

saying that it is an invalid login and 

password.  

 

The first time they sign on, they have to 

use their "e -mail address" as their UserID, 

and must to use their RI MemberID# as 

their password. Once they gain access to 

the system using this sign on data, they 

can change the password.  

 

Another reason for problems loggin in is 

that this user does not have "accept 

cookies" enabled (which is a requirement 

for this system). They need to turn on the "accept cookies" 

option for the District Directory's domain name: www.Directory -

Online.com  

 

To customize their privacy settings for an individual Web site to 

accept cookies:  

1.  In Internet Explorer, on the Tools menu, click 

Internet Options.  

2.  Click the Privacy tab, and then click [Advanced] 

(Cookie Options).  

3.  In Address of Web site, type the complete address 

of the Web site for which you want to specify 

custom settings. For example this Rotary district 

database, please specify: http://www.Directory -

Online.com  

4.  To specify that you want Internet Explorer to 

always allow cookies from the specified Web site to 

be saved on your computer, click Allow.  

 

The last issue that sometimes occur (when 

trying to log in), is secure Firewalls (usually at 

your business), and/or "privacy" software. We 

have found a few login problems are 

associated with supposedly privacy software 

that constantly swaps the users IP number. 

The names of the offending programs that we 

have identified so far are: PRIVACY (by 

McAfee) SURF CONTROL; ANONYMOUS (a 

freeware program) The only solution is to 

remove or disable the offending program in 

your local system. These programs prevent us 

from establishing a "session link" with your 

computer, that we need to share your access 

level information across the different functions 

within the DaCdb session.  

  

 

ñWhat is the District's policy on usage of the "data" in the 

DaCdb?ò 

 

District and Club database usage policy by members is as 

follows:  

 

It is the policy of Rotary Districts using the DaCdb, that 

personal information, including, but not limited to, 

contact information, personal addresses, telephone 

numbers, and e -mail addresses are the private property 

of the individual and that the district is loaned the use 

of this data.  

 

The purpose of this policy is to protect the use of and privacy of 

our membersô data by preventing the distribution or use of this 

information by anyone, except in accordance with the following 

procedures presented to each user who signs into the DaCdb. 

The complete document is available for review at our usage 

policy section of the web site.  

  

PDG Ted participated in a trip to Nigeria last fall.  Part of the 
time was to help administer oral polio vaccine in an NID 
(National Immunization Day).  Walking toward his station with 
other Rotarians and local volunteers, Ted felt someone touch his 
hand.

It was a bombed out ruins with no roof, very few walls and a lot 
of rubble.  A young boy approached Ted and began to touch his 
fore arm.  These children see few if any light skinned people and 

they want to touch our skin.  They want to feel what we are like.  
Ted did not know what to do, so he touched the boyôs face.  The 
young child hugged Ted with all of his strength.  We, as 
Rotarians are told that we give those in need, hope.  Ted told me 
that they are wrong.  They, he said, give us hope.

Rotarians Can Stop Polio Now

During the summer of 1951 my family vacationed near Munising 
in Michiganôs UP, and I had a bout with the flu. Or at least thatôs 
what we thought. It turned out I had polio. Fortunately a mild 
case but it affected my legs and back. Back home with an official 
diagnosis, the doctor ordered physical therapy.  For the next 2 
years it was physical therapy 3 times a week and every night at 
home.  It was tough for a 7 year old boy, but 
I was one of the fortunate ones. I have a 
minimal amount of residual problems. I can 
remember lots of kids in therapy that were 
badly crippled.  The kids that could not walk 
without crutches, and the kids that underwent 
painful operations so they might just walk. I 
can remember the kids that were wheeled 
into therapy in iron lungs so the therapists 
could exercise their arms and legs. Most of 
those kids never left those ugly iron machines 
that had to breathe for them because they 
could not breathe for themselves, and most of 
those children died. With the discovery of the 
Salk and Sabin vaccines, polio became just 
another word in our vocabulary. I can 
remember lining up with what seemed like hundreds of other 

kids in our little town to receive a few drops of that liquid on my 
tongue, so I wouldnôt have to worry about polio again. But, in 
the mid 1980s there were still 125 countries where children were 
dying from polio. More than 1000 people, mostly children, were 
being crippled or killed by polio every day.  Some estimates have 
put that number at many times higher..  
 
In 1985 Rotary began the most ambitious humanitarian program 
ever undertaken by a private organization.  We would remove 
polio from our world, and  save millions of people from its pain 
and death. Since then more than a million Rotarians have 
contributed more than 700 million dollars, and have helped 
immunize more than 2 billion children around the world. At least 
5 million children who were destined to be polio victims are 

walking today.  Our spearheading 
partners have been the World 
Health Organization, UNICEF, and 
the US CDC.  With their help, and 
the help of hundreds of other 
organizations and governments we 

have eliminated 
polio from all but 
four of those 125 countries where this disease 
was killing adults and children a little more than 
20 years ago.  Polio knows no boundaries. As 
long as one case of polio remains, no child is 
safe from its threat. It can spread from an 
endemic area to a polio free area so long as one 
diseased person remains.  
 
The finish line is in sight, but the race is not 
over. With a $100 million grant to Rotary from 
the Gates Foundation, RIôs President D.K. Lee 
has accepted the challenge to raise a matching 
$100 million over the next 3 years.  He in turn 
has challenged our district to raise $125,000 for 

polio eradication by the end of 2010.  That amounts to just 

about $1000 per club per year.  Another way to put it is that our 
share would be about $25 per Rotarian, per year for the next 
three years to finally rid the world of this disease.  It's such a 
small price for such an amazing result.  
 
The race is not over.  The job is not done. We, as Rotarians have 
done an amazing job, and we should be proud of what has been 
accomplished, but weôre not quite done. I am committed to 
seeing our world free from this killer.  Please step up to the 
plate, make a commitment, work with your club and be a part of 
this world changing event.  I pledge to do my share and I ask 
you to join me.

where local kids can learn computer 
skills, sewing, henna, and English skills 
so they have a solid set of job skills and 
have decent chance of bringing 
themselves out of poverty.  Pretty 
awesome, eh?  
 
Gurdwara Bangla Sahib is a large Sikh 
temple and all Gurdwaras all over the 
world have a Langar, or free kitchen.  
Essentially a Langar serves simple food, to a whole mix of people 
who sit as equals on the floor and eat together.  It is a truly 
amazing place to be.  
 
I hope all is well for you.  I am so happy to be a Rotary Scholar 
and I am learning more about myself, the world, what it is like 
to live in a developing country, and how my country and culture 
are viewed abroad.
